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CONTEXT

In 2010, Equinet — European Network of Equality Bodies is implementing a special initiative
to enhance the role of equality bodies in relation to tackling discrimination faced by trans
people and to support new policy and good practice initiatives for equality in this area. As
part of this initiative Equinet is publishing an opinion on the rights of trans people based on
the experiences and practices of equality bodies with the ambition to actively and usefully
contribute to European policy making and the sharing of good practice approaches.
